The Gambling company 
applicant for license/license holder

Need to define and classify information assets in a list

Need to confirm that they fulfil all technical requirement
Need to have reports/certificate from relevant accredited conformity assessment bodies 
that supports the confirmation

Need to use conformity assessment bodies (laboratory, inspection bodies, certification 
bodies) that have there scope according LIFS (Lotterinspektionens regulation) and have 
been accredited according to the gambling law

Laboratory, Inspection body, Certification body
Apply for accreditation according to relevant standard and scope according to LIFS from 
there national accreditation body (within MLA/MRA):

ISO 17020 Inspection
ISO 17021-1 and ISO 27006 Management system certification

ISO 17065 Product/process certification

Show that they have relevant competence through assessment by the accreditation body

Get new/updated accreditation decision including LIFS requirement in the scope
